Outreach: DJ R. - emailed report

My name is DJ, and I am an addict.
First of all, I would like to thank this committee for entrusting me with the position of Outreach Liaison.  This is a position that I have never undertaken before, and I appreciate the opportunity to learn and grow in my Recovery.
This last month, on the 28th of May, we ventured to Pullman.  We attended the “Recovery Quest” Saturday evening meeting at 7pm.  All meetings in Pullman are held at this location, downstairs - the Church of Christ, at 1125 NE Stadium Way.  This coincides with the information on the current NEWANA schedule.  The only notable difference is that the area schedule denotes this meeting as a candlelight meeting, which did not appear to be the case.
The meeting was attended by myself, Kaycee L., Keegan, and 8 local addicts.  I was asked to Chair the meeting, which I was happy to do.  The meeting was fairly typical – but it was apparent that they were all quite new in their recovery, other than one person.  They had literature, and it was a key tag meeting for which they seemed stocked.
During the announcements, I stated that we were there to help them – to find out what Area can do for them.  I explained that we really need their input, as they are a part of NEWANA and we, as an ASC, are here to serve them.  After the meeting, I talked with several people.  They seemed interested in learning more.  When I asked about their GSR, etc., I was told that they don’t currently have a GSR or Alt., per say, as the ones they had apparently relapsed.  I did exchange contact information with three of them.
One thing that really stood out is that they, along with Moscow (apparently), are making their own meeting schedule.  I have brought a copy of that with me.  While I applaud their efforts, I am concerned that they felt it necessary to do so in the first place, and they did not have ANY NEWANA schedules at all.  I will be presenting a motion concerning this during New Business.
This Thursday past, I reached out to the three individuals that I got numbers for.  I explained that Area was being held in Clarkston this month, and I would love to stop by on my way and take anyone interested with us.  I also made it clear that they did not need to hold a position or worry about representing the groups – just come, network, and check things out.  Sadly, I had to leave messages for all three.  Only one responded, and she was interested, but had a prior commitment.  I will be following up further with the Pullman group(s) as well as venturing to others in the coming month.
Finally, (thank God, right?!) I would like to inquire as to the reasoning behind Outreach not having a budget allocation (this can be addressed in Open Forum).  It wouldn’t need to be much, but there are clearly needed items, namely schedules, copies of A Guide to Local Service, and other service-related materials.  These could prove very helpful in increasing Area participation by some of our marginal meetings – encouraging them to become more a part of, and promoting the Unity of NEWANA as a whole.

Hello NA Family. The June Schedules are printed and ready for pickup. I would like to bring to the attention of this body a few changes that were made to the June schedule. First, it has been brought to my attention, on numerous occasions that Moscow ID is no longer a part of our area. I have removed them from our monthly schedule. I would like to point out that our current guidelines do not include how and when a meeting should be removed from our schedule. I feel somewhat uncomfortable removing this meeting from our schedule because I have learned that this is a “WE” program and “I” do not do anything alone. Our current guidelines state under, 9.3 b, Schedule Liaison “Shall maintain and update NEWANA schedule every month”. This puts a lot of trust in the current schedule liaison to add or remove meetings without any guideline as to how or when a meeting should be added or removed. 
The second thing I would like to bring to the attention of this body is the changes that have been made to the section of the schedule titled, “Other Area Helpline Numbers”. The addict in me could not let another month go by without this section being alphabetized. In the process of alphabetizing this section, I decided to call each of the numbers to make sure that the numbers were active and functioning. You will notice the * sign after a few of the numbers on the current June schedule. The * sign indicates that when I called these numbers the numbers were either no longer active or rang through to another business. I am asking for this body’s help. Please, if you have a corrected number for these cities/areas please let me know so I can update them in the July schedule or remove them from the schedule. (A side note from my experience on calling each of the numbers) When I called the Tri-Cities Number that was listed in the May schedule, (509)546-8244 a woman from a business answered the phone. When I stated I was trying to reach NA, the woman was extremely polite and helpful. She indicated that I had not called the correct number but then gave me the correct number for that area 1-800-726-8314. My lesson in this was, “You never know who will carry the NA message.”
Lastly, I will be working next month to correct the “Meeting Legend” on our current schedule. Many of the meetings list incorrect information and I am asking for help from all the GSR’s to get with me to update and correct their meeting legend.
